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eschewed a completely open plan. But rather than defining the
main spaces—formal sitting and dining rooms plus a media lounge
and a social kitchen—as individual cells with doorways, the ar-
chitects used materials, glazing, and other contained elements

to demarcate specific areas.
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Light animates the onyx panels that shield the house, but another
type of stone—Ceppo di Gré, a bluish-gray sedimentary rock with
a terrazzolike pattern—paves the courtyard, terrace, and most of
the ground floor, instilling @ moad of monumental calm while further
connecting indoors and out. Designer Penny Hay, whose eponymous
studio oversaw the interiors (her second project with the clients),
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
